Procedures
Part 1: Introduction (5 minutes)
a. Have students discuss possible ways that wildfires can be good for a forest, then share out with the class.
Part 2: Read the Charcoal Forest (15 minutes) 
a. Instructor reads the Charcoal Forest while students take notes on the graphic organizer.
Part 3: Closure (10 minutes) 

a. Discuss as a class the examples of the benefits of wildfire based on the notes taken on the graphic organizer.
